« The inception of Pakistan in 1947 was
g not without complications, conflicts,
<tand historical divisions of the land of
maKashmir. Since then, Kashmir has been
& one of the conflicts between India and
T Pakistan. The day India illegally occu-
pied Jammu & Kashmir back on 27 Octo-
ber, 1947, and since then Pakistan ob-
serves a black day to mark the illegal oc-
cupation of the green, luscious valley of
Kashmir and the atrocities committed by
the Indian army against the peace-wish-
ing people of the valley.
For more than two years now, Kashmiris
have been prisoners in their own homes,
aliens in their own land, and unable to
walk freely in their own streets. Over
900,000 Indian occupation forces, hold-
ing 8 million Kashmiris, have turned the
occupied territory into the world's larg-
est open prison. India’s inhuman military
siege, continued blockade, continuing
tarture and brutal repression and at-
tempts to change the demoaraphic
structure of the occupied territory with
Hindu majority. The international media
and human rights erganizations contin-
ue to document the tragedy of Kashmir
as it goes on unfolding.
To show solidarity with our Kashmiri
brothers and sisters, University of Jhang
arranged an event consisting of debates
to highlight the issue. On the 28th of Oc-
tober, the event started with the name
of Allah, the most beneficent and merci-
ful, after which the speech competition
took place. With deep regard and enthu-
siasm, our students gave words to the
human rights violation issue in Kashmir.

Polio, an infectious disease caused by a virus that lives in the throat and intestinal tract,
was once the leading cause of disability in the U.S. Since the introduction of the polio vac-
cine in 1995 the disease has been eradicated in the U.S. But this disease is still common
in some developing countries like Afghanistan and Pakistan.
